To agree to financially support a bulky waste ‘amnesty’ across the Leys. 
Background Information:

To agree a proposal put forward by city councillor Linda Smith for the parish council and the city councillors to work together to provide a limited number of bulky waste collections free of charge to residents. This would reduce the amount of fly-tipped waste, and waste stored in gardens, in the parish in the short-term. Combined with the city council’s focus on street cleanliness and fly-tipping in the Leys it will help promote pride in our neighbourhood and introduce proper waste collection services to residents who may currently be unaware.
Oxford Direct Service will provide the service. They will print promotional literature, book in collections and collect the items. City councillors will, with the assistance of the parish also promote the scheme to residents as a joint initiative between city councillors and the parish council.

The request is for the parish to agree to pay  £1615 for two crews, one for Blackbird Leys and one for Northfield Brook. Each crew can deal with approximately 30 collections.
City Councillors can supplement this depending on the funds they have available. Cllr Linda Smith will provide £680 to pay for an additional crew.
